Clouds continue to be an issue this afternoon and evening and play play havoc with the overnight temperatures...some of you in N MO will drop into the mid-upper 40s and areas south of the city will see temps in the lower 50s...so assuming clouds clear the metro should drop into the upper 40s to near 50. 

Tomorrow is another minor headache as a reinforcing shot of cooler air is going to move in in the afternoon The ??? is will clouds come with it and allow the sun to warm temps in the mid to upper 60s and then perhaps trail off a few degrees with the next shot of chillier weather??? This will send our lows into the mid 40s for TUE/WED AM before SE winds and milder air fights it's way back into the region on THU. 

It's amazing how the temperature has changed in the last day...we were talking about highs in the lower 90s yesterday...this afternoon we struggled to get above 65. This map shows the change between 5PM yesterday and 5PM today...wow!

The next storm is going to be very energetic as it moves into the plains later this week...the question is how much moisture will be able to get involved. There are a myriad of model solutions leading to a lower confidence forecast for THU and FRI...with rain chances both days. This I think may change a bit as new information comes in but hopefully the storm will move along it's merry way and we'll get a good weekend in here. 

If you remember last month I speculated that a more active pattern would set-up in mid Sept and last through most of the fall season...and we may be heading into a wetter than average second part of the month...good start today with almost an 1" @ KCI...let's see how I do...
